	Information Regarding the New Influenza Vaccination


During the New Influenza Prevention Task Force Core Member Meeting held today, the new influenza vaccine schedule for the prefecture was revised.
1. Revision to the New Influenza Vaccine Schedule（see attached document）
· In light of the increase of small children developing severe cases, toddlers (age 1 to pre-school), elementary school students (1st to 6th grade), and caregivers of babies less than 1 year of age will now be able to receive the vaccine beginning in the first half of December.  However, since preparation in vaccination centers throughout the prefecture is not uniform, vaccination will begin and proceed as regions become prepared. 
· The schedule for vaccination priority patients besides those listed above does not have any major changes.
2. Group Vaccination
· Ideally, individual vaccinations at medical centers is standard, but depending on the conditions in a region, group vaccination is being considered. 
· Since regions are not uniform, please be pay attention to municipal information about whether or not group vaccination will be conducted in your region. 
3. Those Who were Already Infected With New Influenza
	It is believed that those who where diagnosed with Type A Influenza from this summer on have a high probability of being immune.  Please consult a doctor to determine whether or not to get the vaccine.
